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Discussion of IPM-monitoring, pests &  beneficials, selective insecticides, treatment thresholds and concepts, and a demonstration of IPM in a navel orange orchard.  This orchard is an Aphytis release block and has been part of our IPM demonstration program for four years.

Location-NW of Orosi. Go west on Avenue 416 from Orosi; turn north on Road 120 to Huntsman; turn left (west) on Huntsman and go 0.6 mile, just past the end of the pavement.  The orchard is on the north side of Huntsman.  There is an equipment yard and house on the left.
